CONDITIONS OF ENTRY
1. Competitors are requested to report to the organisers 20 minutes before their match.
2. It is the competitor’s responsibility to establish their time of play each day. The times of play will be posted in the clubhouse.
3. In all events the format will be 3 tie-break sets.
4. In all matters, the tournament committee’s decision is final. N.B. entries close at 8.00p.m. on Friday 30th June.

NOTES
1. The tournament is sanctioned and will be governed by the rules laid down by Tennis Ireland.
2. The tournament will be organised on a graded basis as follows:

Men’s Singles Grades 1-3, 4,5 and 6-7. Ladies’Singles Grades 1-3, 4,5 and 6-7. Men’s Doubles Grades 1-3, 4,5 and 6-7. Ladies 
Doubles Grades 1-3,4,5, and 6-7. Mixed Doubles Grades 1-3,4,5,and 6-7. Entrants that do not have a Tennis Ireland grading can 
slot in at a grade appropriate to their level of expertise. In addition, players can enter grades higher then their current grading.

3. The grading of players will be based on the current Tennis Ireland / Munster Branch Directory but the tournament committee will
make the final determination. The grading of doubles partnerships may be based on the standard of the better player.

4. Juniors only of a required standard will be allowed enter and then only in grade 1-3 (men’s) and grade1-3(ladies) events.
5. Competitors may play in three events.
6. There is a limited degree of flexibility with regard to non-availability of players in the early days of the tournament. Entrants are

asked to indicate any non-availability on the form - please only do so if absolutely essential. Towards the end of the week the 
flexibility becomes less. The finals must be played on the evening of Saturday 15th July and no flexibility is possible here.

7. If any applicant would like to play in a doubles or mixed doubles and would like us to supply a partner, please write “Partner
Required” in the appropriate doubles partner category and we will endeavour to find a suitable one.

8. During the tournament, daily updates will be posted on the club web-site of orders of play, results, photographs and general news.
